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Conservation works are being undertaken on the 1879 Willis Pipe Organ in this church. 

This instrument was first installed in St. Stephen's Presbyterian Church, Phillip Street, Sydney, having been imported from London in 1879. It was sold to Wesley Methodist Church Armidale in 1934 following the demolition of St. Stephen's and its reestablishment in Macquarie St.
The Willis organ will be extensively refurbished. Two ranks of pipes have been removed and will be returned to Willis Organ Builders, Liverpool, England for revoicing.
